Dinesh Sharma,
employed at the fuel 
outlet at Chongkham in
the district, was released
in the Medo area under
the Wakro circle in Lohit
district, Namsai SP DW
Thungon said.

“The person is still in a
state of shock, and the
investigation is on to
identify the group behind
the abduction,” he said.

Locals claimed that
banned ULFA (I) was
behind the kidnapping.

Sharma, worked at the
petroleum outlet of a
State-run oil marketing
company. The outlet is
owned by Jenia
Namchoom, a Zilla
Parishad member. The
gunmen had open fired
during the abduction,
injuring Mithai Marandi
(28), the driver of the fuel
outlet owner who was
critically injured and later
died at a hospital in
Dibrugarh district.

WB Minister’s

NEW DELHI, May 17 (PTI)

A TREKKING and adventure track will soon come up
amid trees and flower beds along the Yamuna flood-
plains, officials said on Tuesday.

Delhi LG V K Saxena, who is also the chairman of
the NGT, appointed a high-level committee for the reju-
venation of Yamuna on Tuesday. He laid the founda-
tion stone for the construction of the track at Signature
Bridge. To be constructed by the Eco Battalion of
Territorial Army, the earthen (kuchcha) track to be devel-
oped amidst trees, grasslands and flower beds along
the Yamuna floodplains on the Eastern Bank, will run
throughout the 11 km stretch up to Asita at ITO Barrage
and provide residents of the city with a much-needed
adventure trail, said a Raj Niwas official. 

The track will run through a green field alignment
and will pass through the fields of Garhi Mandu, Shastri
Park, Old Railway Bridge, Geeta Colony Bridge and Asita
up to ITO Barrage, he said. The LG while conceptual-
ising the restoration and makeover of the Yamuna
floodplains, had underlined that the floodplains should
be developed such that the people of Delhi come clos-
er to the river and become stakeholders in its rejuve-
nation. “All efforts in this direction, be it the develop-
ment of Asita, Baansera, triple grid plantation drive
from Garhi Mandu to Shastri Park to Bela Farms, devel-
opment of Qudsia Ghat or the foundation stone laid
today, will bring people from across the city on the
banks of the river and ensure that their presence over
there instills a sense of ownership of the river and simul-
taneously deter unauthorised occupation of the river
bank and throwing of garbage into it,” said the official.
The Territorial Army Battalion which has been part-
nering with civic agencies in maintaining the cleaned
and restored stretches of Yamuna floodplains by pre-
venting garbage dumping, will develop this stretch.
Provisions for temporary and eco-friendly public util-
ities and resting furniture at regular intervals will be
made available on the track, the official said. Hikers
and birders in the city will be able to witness diverse
flora and fauna on the trail, even as they will be able
to walk on one of the longest unencumbered stretch-
es in the city, they said.The 11 km of track will be all
along the eastern bank of the river which does not have
any major habitats and outfalling drains, unlike the
western bank. 

NEW DELHI, May 17 (PTI)

THE Delhi High Court on
Tuesday sought responses of
the Delhi Government, CBSE
and NHRC on a petition chal-
lenging certain provisions of
Right to Education Act, 2009 for
being “arbitrary and irrational”
and sought a common syllabus
and curriculum for students of
classes 1 to 8, across the coun-
try, including  madrasas and
vedic pathshalas.

A bench of Chief Justice
Satish Chandra Sharma and
Justice Subramonium Prasad
issued notices to the newly
impleaded parties – Delhi
Government, Central Board of
Secondary Education (CBSE),
National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC).

Besides, the bench also
issued notices to National
Commission for Protection of
Child Rights (NCPCR), National

Council of Educational
Research and Training
(NCERT) and Council for
Indian School Certificate
Examinations on the petition
and asked the parties to file
their replies.

The court listed the 
matter for further hearing on
August 16.

The High Court had earlier
issued notices to the Union
Ministries of Education, Law
and Justice and Home Affairs

on the petition and asked them
to respond. The PIL said exis-
tence of sections 1(4) and 1(5)
of the RTE Act and the absence
of a common curriculum in
mother tongue leads to the fos-
tering and perpetuation of
ignorance and delays the
attainment of fundamental
duties.

Petitioner advocate Ashwini
Kumar Upadhyay said it is the
duty of the Union to effectu-
ate a common education sys-

tem but it has failed in the ful-
filment of this necessary obli-
gation as it has simply adopt-
ed the pre-existing National
Curriculum Framework (NCF)
of 2005 which is very old.

The plea challenged the pro-
visions under the RTE Act
which exclude madrasas, vedic
pathshalas and educational
institutions imparting religious
knowledge from its ambit.

“The injury caused to chil-
dren is extremely large because
rather than implementing a
common education system for
all children upto 14 years…the
Centre inserted sections 1(4)
and 1(5) to deprive educational
excellence to madrasas and
vedic pathshalas and similar
educational institutions.” The
plea says the prevailing system
does not provide equal oppor-
tunity to all children as the syl-
labus and curriculum vary for
each strata of the society.

NEW DELHI, May 17 (PTI)

THE National Human Rights
Commission (NHRC) has
issued notices to the Centre
and States over a report that
the circulation of child sexual
abuse material on social media
in India has increased by 250-
300 per cent, officials said on
Tuesday.

Reportedly, such contents
are from foreign countries and
the Indian investigation agen-
cies have not come across any
Indian-made material so far, the
rights panel said.

The Commission, in a state-
ment, has observed that the
content of the media report, if
true, amount to a violation of
human rights relating to the
life, liberty, and dignity of cit-
izens, and protection of the
young children from the dan-
ger of their sexual abuse on

social media.
The NHRC said it has taken

suo motu cognisance of the
media report that circulation
of child sexual abuse material
(CSAM) has increased by 250-
300 per cent on social media
in India.

Accordingly, it has issued
notices to the Commissioner
of Police, Delhi; Director
Generals of Police of all States
and Union Territories, Director,
National Crime Records Bureau
(NCRB), and Secretary, 
Union Ministry of Electronics
and Information Technology,
seeking a detailed report with-
in six weeks on the steps tak-
en to prevent such menace on
social media, the statement
said on Tuesday.

As per reports about 4,50,207
cases of spread of child sexu-
al abuse material have been
reported in 2023 so far.

THE Centre has asked States to provide data on hys-
terectomies conducted in private as well as public hos-
pitals with an aim to prevent certain medical institu-
tions from carrying out the procedure even when it is
unnecessary and unjustified.Union Health Secretary
Rajesh Bhushan has advised all States and Union
Territories to undertake compulsory audit for all hys-
terectomies as is being done for maternal mortality in
all healthcare institutions, both public and private.“The
matter is regarding the prevention of unnecessary and
often unjustified hysterectomies performed by certain
medical institutions. This issue is being closely moni-
tored by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare,”
Bhushan said in a letter sent to all States and Union
Territories on April 28.Guidelines on hysterectomy -- a
procedure in which the uterus is removed surgically --
were prepared by the Health Ministry and a copy of it
with a data collection format was circulated to all States

earlier. 
“The States are requested to share the hysterectomy

status/data pre and post-implementation of these guide-
lines. They are also
advised to undertake
compulsory audits for all
hysterectomies, as is
already being done for
maternal mortality in all
healthcare institutions
(both public and pri-
vate),” the letter stated.
The Ministry last year
stated that community-
based studies have con-
sistently found rising
hysterectomy rates
among young women
aged between 28 and 36
years.
