HC dismisses appeals of FB,
WhatsApp against GCI probe

NEW DELHI, Aug 25 (PTI)

THE Delhi High Court dis-
missed the appeals of
WhatsApp and Facebook on
Thursday against an order
rejecting their challenge to a
probe ordered by the
Competition Commission of
India (CCI) into the instant
messaging platform’s updated
privacy policy of 2021.

A bench of Chief Justice
Satish Chandra Sharma and
Justice Subramonium Prasad
said the single judge’s order
was well-reasoned and the
appeals are devoid of merits.

In April last year, a single
judge of the High Court had

refused to interdict the inves-
tigation directed by the CCIon
the petitions moved by
WhatsApp LLC and Facebook
Inc. -- now Meta platforms.

In January last year, the CCI
onits own had decided tolook
into WhatsApp’s updated pri-
vacy policy based on news
reports regarding the same.

WhatsApp had argued before
the division bench of the court
that the CCI cannot probeapol-
icy that has now been kept in
abeyance to await the fate of
the Data Protection Bill as well
asthe decision of the Supreme
Court and the high court on
issues concerning the legality
of the policy.

“And they should feel pride in
transforming the lives of the
underprivileged. They should
be sensitive to the people they
are duty-bound to serve,”
Murmu added.

INDIAlogged 10,725 new coro-
navirus infections taking the
total tally of cases to 4,43,78,920,
while the active cases declined
to 94,047, according to the
Union Health Ministry data
updated on Thursday.

The death toll climbed to
5,27,488 with 36 fatalitieswhich
includesfive deathsreconciled
by Kerala, the data updated at
8 am stated.

The active cases comprise
0.21 per cent of the total infec-
tions, while the national
COVID-19 recovery rate has
increased to 98.60 per cent, the
ministry said.

20. The sources had said that
theelectionforthe postofpres-
ident has now become a chal-
lenge for Congress with the
reluctance of Rahul Gandhi to

contest the polls. The
Congress party has
completed theinternal |3
election process till |
August 20.

The party had [
announced that the |
election for the post of
president will be held between
August21 and September20but
despite several attempts, Rahul
Gandhi has not cleared his
stance till now.

Sources said the process
seems to remain stuck since
Rahul is not willing to contest
the election for the post of
Congress President, although

all the efforts to con-
vince him are still
going on.

“The
presence of a large number of tourists
increases humidityinside the caves, caus-
ing a negative impact on the paintings
there,” ASI's Aurangabad circle superin-

A FAKE currency note manu-
facturing unitwas busted near
Kolkata and three people were
arrested, police said on
Thursday.

Task Force (STF) arrested two
people from Rajabazar with
fake notes having a face value
of Rs 70,000, they said.

Another man was arrested
from Hatiarain Ecopark police
station area of Bidhannagar
with fake currency notes, they
added. Followingthesearrests,
the STF unearthed the manu-
facturing unit at a house in
Hatiara, police said.

The number of people who
haverecuperated from the dis-
ease surged to 4,37,57,385,
while the case fatality rate was
recorded at 1.19 per cent.
