He stressed the need to show
compassion to people suffering
from mental health issues like
anxiety and depression, among
others. “Inafast-paced world, this
dayunderscores theimportance
ofreflectingand extending com-
passionto others,” PM Modi said.

The Prime Minister urged the
need to bringmental health con-
versation to the mainstream. He
also saluted people working to
heal others. “Let us also work
collectively to create environ-
ments where conversations
around mental health become
more mainstream. My compli-
mentstoall those workingin this

fieldand helpingothershealand
find happiness,” PM Modi said.

According to the National
Mental Health Survey (2016),
around 13.2 per cent of Indians
experience a diagnosable men-
tal health condition in their life-
time, while 10.6 per centare cur-
rently affected.

In other words, roughly onein
10 Indians lives with conditions
such as depression, anxiety, or
substance use disorders, with
depression being the most com-
mon -- particularly among
women. To tackle the problem,
the Government launched ini-
tiatives like Tele-MANAS, which
offer valuable first-response
counselling in multiple lan-
guages. About 53 Tele MANAS
cellshavebeensetupin 36 States.

Itprovides 24/7 mental health
services in up to 20 languages. It
hasreceived more than 23,82,000
calls since its launch in 2022 till
mid-March 2025.

(DMHP), covers over 700 dis-
tricts, with teams including psy-
chiatrists, psychologists, social
workers, and nurses.

India becomes
world’s 3rd
largest FinTech
startup ecosystem

BENGALURU, Oct 10 (IANS)

INDIA has emerged as the world’s third-
largest FinTech startup ecosystem, rais-
ing $1.6 billion in the first nine months
0f 2025, a new report said on Friday.
The country trailed only the US and
the UK in terms of funding, underlin-
ing the growing significance of India’s
FinTech sector globally, according to
datacompiled by Tracxn, an Al-powered
private market intelligence platform.
Early-stage startups saw an uptick in
funding, attracting $598 million, com-
pared to $555 million in 2024, signalling
sustained investor confidencein emerg-
ingcompanies. Late-stage funding, how-
ever, fell to $863 million from $1.2 bil-
lion in 9M 2024, and seed-stage fund-
ing also recorded a decline to $129
million. Despite this, the sector wit-
nessed two major $100 million-plus
fundingrounds, including Groww’s $202
million Series F round and Weaver
Services’ $170 million raise. The period
alsosaw23 acquisitions, aslightincrease
from the previous year, with the largest
being the $2 billion acquisition of
Resulticks by Diginex. In addition, the
sector recorded one IPO -- Seshaasai -
- and welcomed two new unicorns, the
same number asin 9M 2024. Bengaluru
continued to dominate as the primary
hub for FinTech funding, accounting
for 52 per cent of the total investments,
followed by Mumbai at 22 per cent.
