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One-time exercise which is
done is only for the original
electoral roll. To our mind, the
electoral roll can never be stat-
ic,” the bench noted.

“There is bound to be revi-
sion,” the top court said, “oth-
erwise, how will the poll pan-
eldelete thenames of thosewho
are dead, migrated or shifted
to other constituencies?”

The bench went on to tell
Sankaranarayanan that the ECI
hadresidual power to conduct
such an exercise as it deemed
fit. It referred to Section 21(3)
of the Representation of the
Peoples Act, which says “the
Election Commission may at
any time, direct a special revi-
sion ofthe electoral roll for any
constituency or part of a con-
stituency in such manner as it
may thinkfit.” Duringthe hear-
ing, the bench also told senior
advocate Abhishek Singhvi,
appearing for petitioners, that
the 11 documents required to
be submitted by an elector for
Bihar’s SIR as opposed to sev-
en documents in summary
revision conducted previous-
lyshowed the exercise was “vot-

According to Malviya, Sonia

SC to hear plea today fo

restoring J&K Statehood

NEW DELHI, Aug 13 (PTI)

THE Supreme Court would on
Thursday hear a plea for the
restoration of Statehood to
Jammu and Kashmir.
Abench of ChiefJustice of India
B R Gavai and Justice K Vinod
Chandran is likely to hear the
matter, accordingto the causelist.
On December 11, 2023, the
Supreme Court unanimously
upheld the revocation of Article
370, even as it ordered that
Assembly elections be held in
Jammu and Kashmir by
September 2024 and its
Statehood berestored “at the ear-
liest”. Last year, a plea was filed
in the top court seeking direc-
tionsto the Centre for the restora-
tion of statehood to Jammu and
Kashmir within two months.
The application was filed by
Zahoor Ahmad Bhat, an acade-
mician, and Khurshaid Ahmad
Malik, a socio-political activist.
“It is submitted that the delay
in the restoration of statehood
would cause serious reduction

of democratically elected gov-
ernmentinJammu and Kashmir,
causing a grave violation of the
idea of federalism which forms
part of the basic structure of the
Constitution ofIndia,” the appli-
cation said.

The Assembly elections and
the Lok Sabha polls were con-
ducted peacefullyinJammuand
Kashmirwithoutanyincident of
violence, disturbance or any
security concerns being report-
ed, it said.

New 3-judge SC bench to
hear stray dog case today

NEW DELHI, Aug 13 (PTI)

AFTER widespread protests
across the countryfollowingatop
court verdict on relocation of
stray dogs in Delhi-NCR, a new
three-judge bench of the
Supreme Court will hear the suo
motu case on Thursday.

A bench comprising Justices
Vikram Nath, Sandeep Mehta
and NVAnjariawillhear the mat-
ter. The directions to perma-
nently relocate all strays from
streets to shelters “at the earli-
est” were passed byabench com-
prising Justice ] B Pardiwala and
Justice R Mahadevan on August
11. When some petitioners in
another stray dogs-related case
mentioned their pleawhilerefer-
ring to the August 11 verdict
before the Chief Justice of India
B R Gavali, he said he “will look
into it”. On August 11, a bench
of Justices Pardiwala and

Mahadevan observed instances
of dog bites had given rise to an
“extremely grim” situation and
ordered the permanent reloca-
tion of all strays in Delhi-NCR
“at the earliest”.

On Wednesday, the lawyer
referred to a May 2024 order
passed by a bench led by Justice
] K Maheshwari relegating peti-
tions relating to the stray dog
issue to respective High Courts.

The plea by Conference for
Human Rights (India) claims the
Animal Birth Control (Dog) Rules,
2001 mandating regular sterili-
sation and immunisation pro-
grammes for stray dogs to cur-
tail their growing population are
not being complied with.

InitsAugust 11 ruling, theapex
court also said dog shelters will
have to be augmented over time
and directed Delhiauthorities to
create shelters for around 5,000
canines within 6 to 8 weeks.

MohitKumar challenged
the result before the Additional
Civil Judge (Senior Division)-
cum-Election Tribunal, which,
onApril 22,2025, found grounds
for recounting the votes at a

booth. However, the Punjab and
Haryana High Court overturned
that decision on July 1, prompt-
ing Mohit Kumar to appeal to
the apex court.

In an order passed on July 31,
theJustice Kant-led Bench direct-
ed the District Election Officer
to produce all the EVMs before
the Registrar of the Supreme
Court.

“The nominated Registrar shall
recountthevotes, notonlyofthe
disputed booth but of all the
booths. The recounting shall be
duly video-graphed. [Tlhe
recount result shall be duly
signed by the learned Registrar,
the petitioner and the respon-
dentno.1ortheirauthorised rep-
resentative aswell asthelearned
assisting counsel,” it ordered.
